SNEAK PREVIEW OF THE 50TH LOGO

After much deliberation, work, trial and error and finding the right talent we
have selected our 50th Anniversary Logo. The Red Star is with all the past and
current aircraft that the Aggressors have flown. We purposely did not include
the F-35 as it 

has not entered the Aggressor livery as of yet. The fist with lightning bolts
represents the Electronic spectrum of GCI, Sams, Cyber and Space.
 
Our plan is to make a Commemorative Coin from this logo. The other side of
the Logo represents all the Domains of the Aggressor Mission, Air, Space,
Cyber, SAMs, with the symbol of the Air Force and the bullseye as the target of
the Aggressor Mission. The representative symbols are set off perfectly with
the Nellis Range as the backdrop as the home of the Aggressors. Our
Aggressor heritage is symbolized with “50th Anniversary” in Cyrillic. Personally,
I think this would be a great all-inclusive poster for the Aggressor 50th.
 
We had lots of help with the design from RC Cline, your Board of Directors, the
current Aggressors, Spanky Clifton and my wife, Pat. The design itself was
completed by Smokey Bair, a current Aggressor with the 507th ADAS.
